Storytelling - an individual event, recognizes students who demonstrate skills in the selection, preparation, 
techniques of presentation, and uses of stories with young children.

Occupational: grades 10-12

ELIGIBILITY  
 

1. Chapters may submit two entries in this event.  
 

2. Participation is open to any nationally affiliated 
FCCLA occupational ECE chapter member.  

 

3. The Storytelling Event project must be developed 
and completed within a one-year span beginning 
July 1 and ending June 30 of the school year 
before the National Leadership Meeting.  

 

4. The Storytelling Event project and all supporting 
materials must be planned, conducted, and 
prepared by the participant only. 

 

PROCEDURES & TIME 
REQUIREMENTS  
 

1. Choose a book that can be adapted to a 
storytelling situation or create a story for young 
children where dramatization techniques could be 
used in telling the story. 

 

2. Participants will not read the story from the book, 
but will memorize the story and will tell it. 
Background music may be used but less than 25 
% of the story may be sung. 

 

3. The participant should plan a suitable pre-story 
introduction of the story. The pre-story may 
consist of a finger-play, song, visit from a puppet, 
or conversation about story topic. 

 

4. A conclusion for the story should also be 
presented. The ending lets the children know that 
the story is finished & may include a review or 
clarification of ideas. 

 

5. Each participant will be encouraged to hand make 
any props that will be used in the story. Costumes 
are not permitted. Wearable props (Ex.: hat, 

apron, scarf) are permitted. A chair will be 
provided for those who wish to use it. 

 

6. Each participant will attend the orientation. 
 

7. The participant will report at the designated 
participation time to the chairperson. 

 

8. At the time of presentation, participants will have 
2 minutes to set up. Other persons may not assist 
with the setup. 

 

9. At the presentation time, the participant will: 
Introduce herself/himself. Announce the name of 
the story. Explain the reason for his/her choice of 
story. At this time, the student will begin to role-
play to an imaginary audience of young children. 

 

10. The time limit for the presentation will be 10 
minutes. Each participant may spend not less than 
7 minutes but not more than 10 minutes. The 
timekeeper will hold up a card when there is 5 
minutes remaining in the presentation time and 
again when there is a minute remaining. 

 

11. Following the presentation, evaluators will have 5 
minutes to interview the participant.  

 

12. Evaluators will use the rating sheet to score and 
write comments for the participant. Then, 
evaluators will meet with each other to discuss 
participants' strengths and suggestions for 
improvement.  

 

13. The total time required for this event is 
approximately 17 minutes.  

 

GENERAL INFORMATION  
 
1. A table will be provided. The participant must 

bring all other necessary supplies and/or 
equipment. Wall space will not be available.  

2. The participant may bring an easel.  
3. Electrical outlets must be requested through the 

adviser. Extension cords and power strips are not 
provided.
